Have you ever seen a robot in a movie doing chores? Today, real machines called Al are starting to do
some jobs people used to do. Al is a computer program that can think and learn. It can work very fast

and without getting tired.

Some jobs are changing. Al can scan items at a grocery store, so fewer people work at checkout.
Factories use robot arms to assemble car parts. Banks use Al to check for fraudulent activity —

when someone tries to steal money. Computers do these tasks very well.

But Al also creates new jobs. Someone has to program the Al and keep it working. Engineers who
design Al systems are in high demand. Al cannot replace jobs that need empathy — caring about

others' feelings. Nurses, social workers, and counselors still need humans.

It is important to adapt to these changes. Learn new skills so you can work with Al. Students should
practice thinking, creating, and solving problems — things machines cannot easily do. The future of

work will mix human skills with AI tools.
